                           SUPPLEMENTAL CONTRACT

TERM OF CONTRACT

1.01 This agreement will become effective on _________, ______, and will continue in effect for a period of _______ (month(s) or year(s)) unless terminated earlier by methods provided in this contract.  This agreement is supplemental to any prior, contemporaneous or subsequent contract for services entered by parties on this agreement and hereby incorporated by reference.

1.02 Registry agrees to furnish Client with medical personnel (Doctor, Registered Nurse, Licensed Vocational Nurse, Certified Nursing Assistant, Home Health Aide, and Companion) to provide general Healthcare and/or treatment to patients.

1.03 Registry may, subject to the qualification of the medical personnel, use any employee or subcontractors as Registry deems necessary to perform the services require of Registry by this agreement.  Client may not control, direct, or supervise Registry’s employees or subcontractors in the performance of these services.
1.04 During the term of this agreement and within one (1) year of the termination of this agreement Client  shall not, without the express authorization of Registry, hire, employ or solicit services of Registry’s employees or subcontractors.  Employee shall not without the express authorization of Registry solicit or engage in employment with Registry’s Client.  Violation of this provision of the agreement shall be deemed a total breach of this contract and Registry will be entitled to the full-liquidated damages as set forth in this contract.
1.05 If either party defaults in the performance of the agreement or materially breaches any of its provisions, the non-breaching party may terminate this agreement by giving written notification to the breaching party.  Termination will take effect immediately on receipt of notice by the breaching party or five days after mailing of notice, whichever occurs first.

1.06 Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this agreement or the breach of the agreement will be settled by arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association.  Judgment on the award rendered by the arbitrators may be entered in any court having jurisdiction over the award.

1.07 The parties agree that in the event of a breach of this agreement by either party, it will be impracticable or extremely difficult to fix the actual damage and, therefore, the breaching party will pay to the non-breaching party as liquidated damages and not as a penalty the sum of $5,000.00 (five-thousand) which represents a reasonable compensation for the loss incurred because of the breach.

1.08 If any legal action, including an action for declaratory relief, is brought to enforce or interpret the provisions of this agreement, the prevailing party will be entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees, which may be set by the court in the same action brought for that purpose, in addition to any other relief to which that party may be entitled.

1.09 This agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of California.
